MEMO FOR CORRECTION ON BEHALF OF SMT. KATHYAYINI CHAMARAJ

The Party-in-Person submits that in the Report (titled as Preliminary Submissions) submitted by her during the hearing of the matter on 20/06/2013, there are two inadvertent errors that require to be rectified, as detailed below:  
1. It is submitted that the word “either” has erroneously been typed in para 36. It is prayed that it should read as:
“36.  Hence it would be appropriate and necessary that this Hon'ble Court direct the State government to establish Attendance Authorities and enlist field staff for tackling the issue of drop-outs.”
2. It is submitted that similarly there is an error in para 52, hence it is prayed that it be replaced with the para below: 
 “52.  It is submitted that SDMCs do not have the capacity to perform these functions. Further it is not the role of the SDMCs since the RTE Act nowhere suggests this.  It is also submitted that a Constitutional and statutory function of the government cannot be out-sourced or delegated to a voluntary body like the SDMC, and that body made accountable for the fulfilment of the function, which is tantamount to the government abdicating its Constitutional and statutory responsibility.”
It is prayed that this Memo be allowed in the interests of justice and equity.
